Bidn't you learn anything from that old Lady who sifs with you in the same Parliament and uho,
with the courage of the women of the working class, knew haw to make clear that "it's batter to
die on your fest than to go on living on your Knees¥? Didn*t you learn from that othser combatant
for the causs of the people that "the agany of oxen has a small face, that of the male animal
the whole creation magnifies”?

YOU ARE AN OFFENDER AGAINST THE Lal, Yeu are quilty of a serious effence of misappropifZation
and are an accomplice te a crime of embezzlement, You have interrupted the clean tradition of
praverhial uprightness, lasting 100 yesrs, in which, as has been said, a socialist leader cculd
put his fooi inte it but never lay his hends wrongfully on anything. And that traditien you
have broken by profiting wrongfully of a part of the membership fees, of that money which our
pensioners and unemployed must take from their scanty income te pay their feass to tha Party .
There is evidencs, Mr, Gonzdlez. Evidence which you have got published yourself, out of your
exceeding arrogance or your contempt for the law and the xuk-s, and this evidence appears in
public documents , "public* in the strict and legal sense of the word,

Su it is with the document of ths XXVIII CONGRESS OF THE PARTY entitled "COMPLEMENT YO THZ
MANAGERENT OF THE FEOCRAL SECRETARY COF ACMINISTRATICN", in which an annual report of the fie
nancial nansgament of income and expanizes ol Lns Party fur the year 1578 is given, Including
under the heading “Prime Secretary’s Uffice” (pag, 9 of the document), among othsr entries ,
Z. 329,496 pts, as "Personnel® exnenses and 283,304 pta. as "Allowances and Incidental Experises’
It is final that nowhers is te be soen a notice which should says: ¥These expenses and allae
wances donnot include any expenses orininated by the former Prime Secratary as from the 8th
of December 1978, on which his mandats finishsd", That notice wasn®*t thers because ,as it is
well and publicly known, you have continued tg asct in all respects as a Prime Sacrstary from

the 8th of Dscember to the opening of the XXVIII CONGRESS in May 1979,

But your conduct implies an unstatutory,ilagitimate and ilegal prolengation of your manda=
ta. Your mandate as a Prime Secretary ended tweo vears after your slecticn, on the 8th of Dae
cembsr 1378, And it could gnly bs prolonged or renswed by a FEDERAL CONGRESS OF THE P.S.0.E.
(ordinary or extraordinary) which should have taken place before the 8th of December 1978,Thi:c
was not the case. The legal regulaticns which make unguaestionably unluwful the prolongation of
your mandate are: 1) articles 26 and 34 of the FEDERAL REGULATIONS of the P.S.0.E. registared
the 17th of Febraury 1977 by the Register of Palitical Associations , on Book I, folio 57; 2)
the Law 21/13876 of l4th June on the Right of Political Association ; 3) the Royal Dscres 2261,
1976 of 16th September , regulating the Register of Political Associations; 4) the Royal lLaue
Decrec 12/1977 of 8th February on the Right of Palitical Assocliation., After the date of the
Eth of Dscember 1978, when you bsgan your unlawful usurpation of the Office of the Prinz Si=
cretary , some other statutory laws have bean premulgated (among them the Constitution) affsc
ting the issue, 811 of them to reinforce the cbligation of respecting the Requlations of ihe
Partiis and the resolutions of their chisf organs (in the case of the PSOE, its Federal Cor
gress).

As from the 8th of December you wsre no more legally entitlsd to appropriate one cent f:
the fees of the milifants or any cther incoma of the Party , sither as remuneration or as ine
cidental expenses or allowances. But, as it is well and publicly known that you have dons th:
it is publicly end well knoun that you have committed a wrongful misappropriation aggravated
by a breach of trust. And you have likewise beccme an accomplice to ths embezzlement carrisd
on by firs, CARMEN GARCIA BLOISE (Federal Secrstary of Management of the Executivs Committes
elected at the XXVII CONGRESS and at present a member of the Managing Committee) who has und
ly taken of the P§rt¥'s funds in order to pay you, The evidence is in my possaesicn (the abov
mentioned document af g4g 28th Congress)that such missppropriations and embezzlements have t
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gen.p%ace between the 8th and the 3lst, of Decamber 1978, It will be no difficulty for ths
JUdlClal authority to find evidence that thay have gone on taking place between the lst, of
€3 January and the opening of the 28th CONGRESS.
